Please read this information before applying. 

Eligibility: 

- Secondary schools, sixth forms, colleges and home educating families within a 30-

mile radius from The Base may apply to exhibit their student’s artwork. 

- Students over 18 must be in full time education 

What will be considered: 

- 2D and 3D artwork  

- Schools can submit up to 10 artworks.  

- Home Educating families can submit 1 artwork per child (children must be the 

equivalent age to year 7 upwards) 

- To maintain the integrity of GENerate, we will accept new submissions only. Please 

do not submit artwork that has previously been exhibited in local art exhibitions. 

- Artwork will be subject to a selection process based on presentation, creativity, 

originality, technical skill, and variety of media used 

All works will be for display only and not for sale. 

 

Key dates: 

–  Deadline for applications: 5pm on Friday 23 October 2026. 

 

– The primary contact will be notified by email no later than Tuesday 10 November 

2026 for a successful application and how many submissions have been accepted. 

 

– Artwork must be delivered to The Base at the following times: Wednesday 16, 

Thursday 17 and Friday 18th December 2026 or Monday 4 January 2027 by 

prior arrangement.   

 

– Dates of the exhibition: Friday 8 January – Sunday 24 January 2027 open 

Tuesday – Sunday 10-5pm. 

 

– Collection day to collect exhibited artwork: 12pm - 6pm on Monday 25 January 

2027. 



 

Submitting students’ work:  

- The primary contact should email this application form (all submissions on one form 

per school/home educating family) along with images of submissions no later than 

5pm Friday 23 October 2026 to  admin@thebasegreenham.co.uk 

- They should be saved as JPEG files and titled with student name and title of the piece 

e.g. StudentsFirstNameSecondName_TitleOfYourWork.jpg 

- All 2D work must have the required fixings for our hanging system: Work needs to 

be fitted with D rings and rope.  Work will not be accepted without the correct 

fixings. 

- Artwork must be labelled clearly on delivery, detailing student’s first name, artwork 

title, school name and year group. Labels must be tied with string to hang beneath 

the artwork. We will create standardised labels for the exhibition.
